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• Can be home-based, i.e. Wisconsin Early Autism Project (WEAP) or center-based, i.e. Partners in
Excellence (PIE). 

Floortime
• Floortime was developed by Stanley Greenspan.
• Floortime moves children with Autism through six basic developmental milestones.

1. Self-regulation and interest in the world
2. Intimacy (human relations)
3. Two-way communication
4. Complex communication
5. Emotional ideas
6. Emotional thinking

• Interactions are done on the floor to engage the child at the child’s developmental level.

Training and Education of Autistic Related Communication Handicapped 
Children (TEACCH)
• Focuses on a highly structured design of the physical, social and communicating environment and

stresses visual learning.

The Picture Exchange Communication System (PECS) 
People with Autism spectrum disorder can be and usually are extremely visual. They also can have great

visual memories. Using visual supports provides a way to communicate with Autism. This allows the person to
associate an actual picture with a word. 

• Communication system to help individuals acquire a “functional means” of communicating.
• Used for individuals who do not use speech or are limited in using speech.
• Communicator uses picture symbols with words to create a sentence.
• Symbols are createdted by special programs such as Boardmaker.

Here is an example of a sentence created through the PECS system.

The child will hand you the strip once they have created the sentence. They will
eventually look at you and say each word using the PECS. “Mom, I want chips.” This
is simple and easy way for the person needing visual supports to communicate
correctly in real-life situations.
