Family Opportunities
Currently there is no established camp to support the entire family. There are non profit organizations such

as, www.surreiasplace.org and state branches of the Autism Society which can connect you with local
opportunities to visit with families that are affected by Autism Spectrum (ASD).

Child Opportunities
There are many camps available throughout the U.S. for those living with Autism. Oftentimes these camps

have language and development requirements. They tend to exclude those who are affected more severely.
Special needs camps can be very expensive, however there are funds available through social services, non-profit
organizations, special interests groups, and grants.
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
